• Bill --- Task Force to look at Offshore  
• Colonial Seabird – good information 
• One project proposed – Bluewater Wind 

Delaware 
• One potential project 

- not in Delaware Bay, but at mouth 
- 150 turbines, 2 sections, support from public (positive) 

• General Assembly is deciding the issue, if they move forward they (Delaware) 
will need help 

• 4 State agencies with decision-making authority 
• Restrictions on availability of turbines will likely delay project time-line 
• Appears to have support from State Congress 
• State needs more offshore Information; need to know what data are available 

Virginia 
• Few, small applications that have not gone forward; talk of some in Chesapeake 

Bay 
• Sensitive areas, seabird colonies, importance of barrier islands 
• Seawatch (2004?) images of birds during migration 
• Virginia coastal research consortium – possible avenue 

Massachusetts 
• 2 large facilities in permitting process: 

 Cape Wind (Nantucket Sound) and Buzzards Bay 
• Federally-listed and state-listed bird species of greatest concern:  roseate terns and 

piping plovers 
General/Not State Specific 

• The Nature Conservancy -- we need multi-state planning 
• States need to “talk” with each other (to help with communication; and gather 

data already collected, protocols, literature), ME to FL. 
• Need to collect “compatible” data 

- need a guidance document at/from  the Federal level 
 re: data collection, permit language, regulatory issues 
-     Manomet Center for Conservation Sciences has funding for this type of 
 work 
- Do international mitigation monitoring 

• Northwest Atlantic Birds at Sea Conservation Cooperative. Standardizing data 
collection techniques, states should use this.
